Metropolitan Chess Club Phone Use Policy

 

The Metropolitan implements the phone use policy adopted by CAWA and viewable under Administration/Documents at the CAWA website: 
http://www.cawa.org.au/documents/CAWA Phone Use Policy.doc
This policy requires that phones and other electronic equipment be turned off and placed face down on the chess table (or other location) and not used. Phones cannot be located on a player. This applies only to all tournaments that are being rated. Electronic equipment must be turned off for all tournaments but may be kept in a pocket, on the player, for unrated tournaments.

 

This policy is necessary, as having a phone sound can disturb other players and holding a phone can raise suspicion of cheating. 

 

Forgetting to remove the phone from a pocket or turning the phone off can be inadvertent and the club will impose only a warning for the first offence during a game. A second offence during a game will result in the forfeit of the game. Players that repeatedly have a phone sound may receive a penalty greater than a warning for a first offence.
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
